Scholarship on May 10™. A JHS graduating senior, her plans are to study
nursing at Crowder College than transfer to Pittsburg State to complete her
degree. She is also considering going on to be a Nurse Practitioner. Mike
Chapman presented the award and extended our best wishes.

Scholarship is the first presented at the evening program. Mike served four
years in the Air Force and was stationed at Ft. Nellis at Las Vegas. He was
an auto pilot tech working on the flight line with F-111 aircraft.
