We developed a
strong connection when she moved backed to MO and married former classmate Ross
Smith. Jeanne came to work for my company doing script writing as well as a video pro-
duction work and I was forever thankful to have her in that position. We traveled from
the East Coast to the West Coast and did some great video production programs for the
American Truck Historical Society based in KC and she even offered input in the edit
suite. I told her we'd have some fun but priority is getting a good product in the can. She
was working our booth inside the registration room at one event and I asked if she’d like
to climb in my golf cart and tour the grounds. I'd love it she said. So, she climbed in, I
said fasten you seatbelt, she was began looking all over for it then started hitting on me
as I was laughing out loud at her looking for a seatbelt on a golf cart.

I told her at the start when she began working that I was big in communications, if you
leave me a text, an email or voicemail and you haven't heard from me in a reasonable
amount of time you may presume I'm dead.
